The recruited teacher will be responsible for offering architectural design courses specifically focused on
research methodologies applied to architecture and aimed at examining traditional, innovative and/or
emergent aspects of the profession, as well as forge collaborations and apply for interdisciplinary research
funding with industries and institutions related to the discipline of architecture and construction.
